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Dear Friends,

2009 was a challenging year for The Mautner Project as contractions in the economy decreased our
opportunities for grants and government support and we needed even more than usual to rely upon the
generosity of our long-term individual supporters. Nonetheless, we survived when others did not and we
worked effectively: we have much good news to report.

In 2009, MP developed a number of key relationships that position MP for growth and expansion in the
future. In the District of Columbia we worked with the Department of Health and the American Lung
Association/Tobacco Free Families. We testified several times before the health committee of City
Council to press the city to commit more resources to LGBT health and specifically to LGBT elders,
efforts that have born fruit in 2010.

Nationally, we partnered with Susan G. Komen for the Cure and with the Aetna Foundation. With their
support, we conducted our trademark Removing the Barriers trainings in Seattle, Los Angeles, Baltimore,
Minneapolis, and Plano, Texas, reaching some 500 doctors, nurses, social workers, public health officials
and clinic staff. In turn these individuals can be expected to touch, literally, tens if not hundreds of
thousands of patients.

Closer to home, this was a year of doing more with less. The number of clients in DC, Maryland and
Virginia with cancer whom we reached increased dramatically: From clients 24 clients served intensively
in 2007, we moved to 30 in 2008 and 71 in 2009. Most of these clients are served for a number of
months. We increased our capacity by building our volunteer base - some 60 trained volunteers now
serve our clients --- and expanding our Internship program to provide meaningful learning experiences to
4 students or recent graduates each semester (Spring, Summer, and Fall). We have successfully courted
highly qualified interns from national colleges and universities, particularly from departments of public
health and those in pre-med programs.

We took a leadership role in fighting the high prevalence of smoking among LGBT people, creating a
working coalition, SmokeLess DC, with colleague organizations whom we trained to supplement Mautner
Projectds smoking cessation groups with their own.

Our outreach to the community took forms both new and old: this was the year that, in partnership with
Susan G. Komen for the Cure, we began EDUcate, a program to Eliminate Disparities for the
Underserved among African American lesbian and bisexual women by recruiting and training peer
educators to work in their communities to spread information about the vital need for breast cancer
screening.

We hope you find this annual report useful and informative. We look forward to hearing from you, and
earning your support.

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Mautner Project (MP) was founded in 1990 by Susan Hester, and inspired by her partner Mary-Helen

Mautner, a lesbian activist and mother who died of breast cancer at age 44. Just weeks before her death,

Mary-Helen spoke about the need for an organization that could help other lesbians face the challenges

of cancer. She realized that as a white, middle-c | ass, empl oyed, fiouto | esbian wi:'t
accepting doctors, a loving family and network of friends, she was much more fortunate than many of her

lesbian sisters with serious health problems.

Maut ner Projectds mission and goal s: Mautner Project i
partner with women including lesbian, bisexual and transgender individuals, through direct and support

services, education and advocacy. Mautner Project envisions a health care system that is respectful and

accessible to all without regard for their sexual orientation, gender identity or gender expression. Our

vision is a society in which all individuals are empowered with the knowledge to utilize these resources

and to make appropriate choices for themselves.

Mautner Project is dedicated to developing a health care system that is guided by social justice, provides
equal access, and is responsive to the needs of all people. We pursue this vision through education,
advocacy, research and direct service. Mautner Project:

The Mautner Project is a tax-exempt 501(c)(3) non-profit organization governed by an all-volunteer Board
of Directors composed of community leaders, health care providers, cancer survivors and caregivers.
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1. Client Services i _Information, Support and Client Navigation

MP staff, interns and 60 local volunteers provide a wide range of regular direct services to LBT and their
families. Over the past three years, we have delivered over 10,000 hours of service. In 2009, 71 patients
and caregivers in nine states and the District of Columbia received intensive services; in 2008, we
provided services to 30 individuals, and in 2007, to 24. Most of these clients are low-income. We work
with most clients over a period of many months; in any given month, we serve 15 to 25 clients. Our Client
Services Director, Elizabeth Ide, M.A. supervises, trains and coordinates the volunteers who provide
practical services and emotional support. These include rides and accompanying to doctor and
chemotherapy appointments, yard work, light house cleaning, visiting hospitalized patients, telephone
contact, preparing meals, grocery shopping and errands.

Mautner Project offers a variety of support groups for our target population. These regularly-scheduled
groups all occur at our office in Washington, DC and are moderated by qualified professionals. In 2009,
eight individuals attended an eight week Bereavement Support Group for leshians/women who partner
with women who have lost someone close to them from any cause and nine individuals attended a
Caregivers Support Group for lesbians/WPW partners and/or caregivers of partners or family members
with any potentially life-threatening or debilitating illness.

Also, in 2009, we began additional on-line support groups for WPW cancer patients and caregivers; these
have national reach and are particularly valuable for individuals living in rural areas or other places where
accessing support locally is difficult.

Client services staff and interns (often from local universities) provide information to hundreds of callers
requesting physician referrals, cancer-specific information, financial assistance information and other
local resources. Students and reporters often contact MP while doing research on lesbian health. We are
regularly invited to speak to college classes and events, including frequent visits to American University
and the University of Maryland.

2. Healthier Living: Smoking Cessation

In 2008 and 2009, MP partnered with the American Lung Association to be the lead LGBT agency in the

District of Columbia working to help LGBT people quit smoking. (Research clearly demonstrates that

LGBT individuals are significantly more likely than their heterosexual counterparts to smoke.) In 2008, MP

staff ran 2 smoking cessation groups, reaching 10 smokers. In 2009, we ramped up our efforts, creating

a 9-member coalition, SmokelLess DC, of local organizations serving LGBT. Staff members from each of

these groups were trained, and 6 groups, including Mautner Project ran their own smoking cessation

groups, reaching a total of 57 smokers working to quit. In addition, MP worked with the ALA to conduct

focus groups, and then to GBT@nari-semak entesd.i da CQualntpuari aglinl yf otra ri
advertisements were produced and posters placed on DC buses and bus shelters throughout the city.

MP is pleased to be working with ALA to continue services in 2010.

3. Training Medical Providers: Removing the Barriers (RTB)

This training for health care providers, taught by Mautner program staff, was funded by and developed in
partnership with the CDC, and was thoroughly tested and evaluated in 2001 prior to being scaled up. The
curriculum is accredited for continuing education credits for physicians, nurses and social workers by The
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Center for Accredited Healthcare Education. RTB&6s pur p
bisexual and transgender patients by training medical professionals to understand the needs and

concerns of these clients and reduce barriers to care. RTB instructors give providers the tools to increase

their level of comfort discussing sexuality with their patients, develop a common language around

sexuality, and create an environment where all their patients, whatever their sexual orientation, feel

comfortable sharing vital personal information. Instructors help providers to understand the diversity of the

LGBT population, clarify health challenges and needs, and create a plan for applying the skills learned.

Special emphasis is placed on reaching providers of breast and cervical screenings, but also on general
practitioners, nursing staff, social workers and other individuals with patient contact. Partnering
organizations include hospitals, health departments, clinics, Breast and Cervical Cancer Early Detection
Programs, and community-based organizations working with homeless and battered women and
communities of color.

Since its creation, RTB has continued to evolve. In recent years, we have added a module addressing
how medical practices should address the unique needs of transgendered persons, and are adding
information about elder care.

RTB has been taught in settings around the country, reaching as of today more than 6,000 professionals.
In 2009, a grant from the Jacob and Hilda Blaustein Foundation supported multiple RTB trainings in
Baltimore, and one from Aetna Foundation supported trainings in Texas, Seattle, and Los Angeles; we
also conducted an RTB in Minneapolis.

4. Health Educational Outreach to the LGBT Community

Mautner Project promotes the health of the LGBT individuals and groups through working directly with
members of our community. We believe that personal delivery of health information that is current,
accurate, and culturally relevant has the immediate effect of empowering women who partner with women
to take care of themselves and each other. To this end, we regularly host workshops that focus on health
topics of particular interest to our community, conduct outreach at both grassroots and organizational
levels, and lead presentations for groups that approach us with requests for information on a particular
topic. Our ongoing and need-specific health education efforts take place at both our office and on
location of conferences and organization sites.

MPalso conducts a wide range of activities to distribute
LGBT community; each year we create and distribute thousands of pieces of literature about breast

health, smoking cessation, safer sex practices and screening needs. We sponsor booths at events that

attract LGBT people with culturally competent information about how to stop smoking, the need for breast

self-exams and mammograms, instruction how to conduct breast self-exams (we have a lesbian-friendly

ishower cardo that we distribute), and safer sex.

In 2009 staff gave talks and distributed information on safer sex practices to LGBT young people at
SMYAL, a class at American University, a conference sponsored by Unity Fellowship Church, George
Mason U, the MCC Chuch of Fairfax and talks at 25 other venues. MP distributes literature at all the Pride
fesitvals in DC, at local health fairs, and at bars and restaurants with a large LBT clientle.

In 2008 and 2009, MP also conducted free-of-charge community health workshops to engage people
directly with healthy life choices. We had 20 participants in a yoga workshop; 10 in a fithess workshop, 6
in nutrition workshop, and 75 in 3 belly dancing classes.
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As the recognized authority on lesbian health issues, Mautner Project participates in and makes
educational presentations at conferences across the country. In 2009, we spoke at the African American
Health Summit in Las Vegas, the National Lesbian Health Summit in San Francisco, and the Multhomah
County, Oregon Department of Public Health Conference. We also gave presentations at DC Tobacco
Families and tabled at Young Survival Coalition (Breast Cancer) in Dallas. We also were delighted to be
invited by Sweet Cruises to present s series of lesbian health information workshops during a cruise in
the Caribbean: tough, tough work!

5. Community Outreach and Education for African American Lesbian and Bisexual Women

MP has unique expertise in serving African American lesbian and bisexual women, a population
particularly at risk for late breast cancer detection, inability to access medical care and resulting poor
health outcomes. In 2002 MP, with funding from Susan G Komen for the Cure, conducted the Black
Women 2 Women Spirit Health Study, a groundbreaking national survey examined health behaviors,
beliefs, barriers to care, and cancer- and health-screening behaviors of 600 African American lesbian and
bisexual women. The study confirmed that lesbians who face additional access barriers of race, class or
age discrimination are even less likely to be receiving needed care.

Building on this study, MP partnered with the CDC in 2003 to create the Spirit Health Education (SHE)
Circle, a program to address health disparities in cancer screenings and improve health outcomes for
African American lesbians and bisexual women. The program was independently evaluated for the CDC
by Judy Bradford, Ph.D. (Virginia Commonwealth University) and Alicia Matthews, Ph.D. (University of
lllinois).

In 2009, in partnership with Susan G. Komen for Cure, MP initiated a related two-year project in the DC
metro area. EDUcate (Eliminating Disparities for the Underserved), which began in January 2009 will
increase access to culturally competent breast health screening and services for low-income African
American women in the Washington, DC. metropolitan area, with particular outreach to those who are
lesbian and bisexual. Low-income African American lesbian and bisexual women in the Washington, D.C.
metropolitan area are a particularly at-risk population for late breast cancer detection, inability to access
medical care, and resulting poor medical outcomes. This program places great emphasis on the
recruitment and training of community-based peer educators. Activities in 2009 included writing a training
manual, creating and meeting with a community advisory council, and outreach at Pride and other events.
Trainings and additional recruitment and evaluation will take place in 2010.

6. Advocacy

Executive Director Leslie Calman led our national advocacy and partnership efforts. She continued as a
member of the Faculty of the Population Institute at Fenway Health in Boston, and served on the boards
or advisory committees of a number of organizations including
