Mautner Project Volunteer Invited to Obama's
Speech

Last week, one of our very own Mautner Project volunteers, Easter
Spencer, was invited to sit in Michelle Obama's box during
President Obama's September 9 speech to Congress on health
care. Spencer is an employed lesbian mother of 4 and grandmother of
8 who has no health insurance. In June
2009, Spencer found a lump in her breast.
After seeking advice from Mautner Project,
the lump was diagnosed at Washington
Hospital Center as benign. Doctors told her
that she should have it removed. However,
Ms. Spencer does not have the money to pay
for the procedure.

And sadly, Spencer is not the only one:
"Lesbians as a group are underinsured and
medically underserved," said Leslie Calman,
Ph.D., Executive Director of Mautner Project.
"Lesbians are often self-employed, or work in
low-paying jobs. They are, for the most part,
not married -- and, for women, being married
is the best predictor of health insurance coverage. As a result, lesbians
often cannot access the healthcare they need. Getting a program in
place that will provide coverage to all is absolutely critical to the lesbian
community."

Mautner Project will be closely following the healthcare debate as
President Obama urges Congress to pass his proposed legislation.
